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Textile Recycling at the Gedney Recycling Center
DONATE OR RECYCLE, BUT DON'T THROW AWAY

Do you have single socks, worn sheets, drapes and bedding that you would prefer not to give to Charity? You are not alone. The average American throws away 70 pounds of textiles a year!

Instead of throwing clothing and such items in the garbage, White Plains residents can now recycle them at the Gedney Yard Recycling Center.  Just as recycling glass and paper have become part of our weekly routine, so too should textile recycling.  

The EPA estimates that more than 85 percent of the over 13 million tons of textiles discarded in the U.S. annually ends up in the trash.  An urban area with a population of 50,000 (such as White Plains) annually pays for the handling and disposal of 3,000 tons of textiles.  With this in mind, White Plains has implemented an easy way to remove textiles from the waste stream.
